Pictured above is Joann Tortarolo, who served
as President of the Historical Glass Museum
Foundation from 2013 through 2018. We are
excited to announce that Joann recently
donated $22,645.84 to the HGMF’s Restoration
Fund as part of an annual minimum required
distribution from her IRA (Individual
Retirement Account.) This is by far the largest
donation we have received to date for the
Restoration Fund, and boosts us to a level
where we can begin to make the much-needed
restorations to the exterior of the 1906 home
that houses the Museum.

Joann wants all members to know that
donations of this sort can be a very effective
way to support HGMF, or any other charitable
organization. Basically, once a person reaches
age 70-1/2, the IRS requires that he or she
begin withdrawing a specifically-calculated
amount each year from certain types of tax-
deferred retirement accounts. If the minimum
required distribution is paid to a charitable
organization instead of the individual, the
withdrawal requirement is met, but the
distribution is not taxable to the individual.

Joann is a Los Angeles native who grew up in
San Pedro. She has a Doctorate in Education
from University of California Riverside, and
worked for San Bernardino City School District
for over 30 years, first as Director of Secondary
Instruction, then as Director of Alternative
Programs. She retired several years ago, and
has devoted much of her time to serving as
President of Historical Glass Museum
Foundation. As President, she “wore many
hats,” handling multiple aspects of Museum
“business.” One of Joann’s most admirable
skills has been her ability to recruit talented
and devoted members for the Board of
Directors.

The Museum and all its members owe Joann a
debt of gratitude, both for her service to the
organization, and for her thoughtfulness and
generosity in making such a large donation.
